2.1 General Formatting Specifications
Type page: Please use the standard word page (21 x 29,7 cm format, 2,5 cm space to the top, the left and the right, 2 cm space to the bottom). These height and width should be used for the whole document. 

- Type setting: justified 

- Font: Times New Roman 

- Spacing: single spacing 

- Font size of the main text: 12
- Space between paragraphs: 6pt before and after paragraph
2.2 Headings
Headings of the same significance must be in the same typeface. The chapters (here: 2 Author’s guidelines) are in Times New Roman, 14p, bold and preceded by two blank lines.
Subchapters (here: 2.1, 2.2) are in Times New Roman, 12p, bold and preceded by one blank line.
2.3 Footnotes
Footnotes are to be included in the text in the same page of the reference they belong to. The numbering may be consecutive throughout the entire work.
2.4 References
References in the text should be cited as follows: (Jones, 1980), (Jones and Smith, 1982), Smith (1981). 
Three or more authors should be cited as (Jones et al., 1980). 
If more than one work by the same author is cited in a particular year the reference should be labelled alphabetically, i.e. (Jones, 1980a; 1980b).
